***Parents must join the class/group in order to receive messages*** 

 
Remind is a free, safe, and easy way for us to reach you with important information.  

You can choose to receive notifications by text, email, or the app. 

 

Due to new class size limitations implemented by Remind last year, we will now have 2 different Remind groups 

for parents.  One class will be for baseball and softball only, not including T-Ball.  The other class will be for T-

Ball only.  If you have children in baseball/softball and T-ball, you will need to join both groups.

What Will My Child Need to Play? 

 
Jerseys and hats are provided by PARD and included in the registration fee.  Players are in 

uniform and able to play if they are wearing the jersey and hat.  Coaches will choose the color of 

pants, belt, and socks for those wanting to purchase these items.  Cleats are not mandatory, but 

rubber cleats are recommended.  No metal cleats are allowed.  

 

REVISED: All players will need a glove and a helmet.  Due to COVID, PARD will not be 

providing helmets this year, however, we will offer used helmets for $10 (while supplies last.)  

These will need to be purchased from the PARD office before the season; sizes and quantities are 

limited.  A message will go out on REMIND once these are available for purchase.  

 

Bats are recommended, but not required for each player.  PARD provides a USA Baseball 

stamped bat for all T-ball teams and 8U Baseball teams, and teammates may have extra bats that 

can be borrowed.  Parents wanting to purchase a bat for T-ball and baseball should purchase a bat 

with the USA Baseball stamp to be legal for Dixie play.  Softball players will need to use a softball 

bat. 

 

PARD provides pitcher’s helmets for T-Ball and 8U Coach Pitch, catcher’s gear for all teams, 

and softball masks for softball pitchers.  Updated guidelines for cleaning any gear that is shared 

will be given to coaches. 

 

 

 

Game Days 
*Subject to change based on league schedules, rain-outs, etc.* 

 

T-Ball & 8U Baseball: 

T-Ball and 8U Baseball games are played on weeknights (not Wednesday) at 6 pm and 7:15pm 

at Whitecotton Park.  On average, teams will have 2 games/week. 

 

10U, 12U, & 14U Baseball: 

10U, 12U, & 14U Baseball games are generally played on weeknights (not Wednesday), and 

there may be some Saturday games.  On average, teams will have 2 games/week.  Schedules are 

done by the Grayson Dixie League.  Some of the games will be at home at Whitecotton Park 

and some will be in other locations. 

 

Softball: 

Softball generally plays weeknights (not Wednesday) and Saturdays.  Schedules are done by 

Celina Parks and Recreation.  Some of the games will be at home at Whitecotton Park and some 

will be in other locations.  On average, teams will have 1-2 games/week.
